8. Demonstrative and visible 
9. Focus on small area
10. Duration- Needs to be completed by June 2028
11. Priority given to targeted landscape (Budhigandaki-Kaligandaki, Tinau Resunga, Jumla Mugu) 
12. Priority to local NGO or have proven experience on GEF focal areas 
13. Capacity-building of grantees and media visibility
